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What will I learn?

Number, Measure and Statistics plus some aspects of Algebra, Geometry and Probability

How will I be taught?

Applying Mathematics to practical situations and developing oral and written skills and reasoning clearly are very important.

How will I be assessed?

There are 3 tiers of entry for this qualification.

Higher Tier: Grades A* – C

Intermediate Tier: Grades B – E

Foundation Tier: Grades D – G

Unit 1: Non-calculator Written Paper 50% (1.75 hours)

Unit 2: Calculator Allowed Written Paper 50% (1.75 hours)

What happens after this course?

This examination provides a sound basis for those candidates wishing to extend their studies in Mathematics or related subjects by following A/S or A level courses. 

Job Ideas

Most jobs require at least basic numeracy: it's difficult to think of a job which never involves the use of figures, even if it is simply checking prices or counting items of stock!

Many employers look for maths at grades A*-C as a basic entry requirement. For some jobs, such as teaching, maths at grade A*-C is essential - whichever subject you wish to teach.
